FROM DIAGRAM (B):
1. To remove cartridge, press side buttons while unit is
in open mode.

2. Cartridge can then be removed as shown
and replaced with another one.

To Operate Unit:

a. Locate Operation switch on back of unit.

b. Switch the operation switch to the DISPLAY position
for normal play (switch it to the OFF position when
notin use).

FROM DIAGRAM (A):

1. To open unit press side buttons at the same time.
The Shell Cell will then split and slide open as shown

2. With your finger, flip up the pretend ear and voice pieces as shown

3. Insert one of the 2 Turtle cartridges as shown. Each cartridge has a
different Turtle one each side. Just insert the cartridge with the picture
of the Turtle you want to pretend to "talk" to with the tab located at the
top as shown.

The extra cartridge stores up inside the top
half of the Shell Cell as shown. Just use
your thumbnail to retrieve it when you
want to switch

cartridges.

To pretend to "talk" to your favorite Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtle,

just press the talk button as shown. You will then hear that particular
turtle speak. Press it again and he'll say something different. Each
Turtle has lots of different things to say as you pretend to have an
adventure with them!
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To replace batteries:

1). Remove screw from battery cover and remove battery
cover door.
